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International, competitive and well connected - the metropolitan region FrankfurtRhein-
Main has a lot to offer. 8.35% of the GDP of Germany are generated on an area that makes
up just 4.13% of the total size of the country. This is partially due to the large number
of national and international businesses situated in the region and partially due to the
increasing number of employees paying social insurance. Between 2020 and 2023 (as of
June 30) their number rose by more than 115,000 to 2,550,268.

Numerous universities with almost a quarter of a million students, just under 66,000
apprentices and several science and research institutions guarantee a steady supply of
young professionals and innovations.

Thanks to the centrally located international airport, more than 1.9 million tons of freight
and airmail reached the metropolitan area in 2023. There were around 59 million passengers
at Frankfurt Airport in 2023. The metropolitan region includes almost 12,000 km of roads,
seven inland ports and 18 long distance stations.

Tourism is another important economic factor of the region. In 2023 there were around
28 million overnight stays in FrankfurtRheinMain. The Frankfurt Fair counted just under
640,000 visitors in 2022.

The metropolitan region FrankfurtRheinMain includes 18 districts and seven independent

cities as well as the districts of ten Chambers of Industry and Commerce and four Chambers
of Crafts’.

Under the umbrella of PERFORM, the
economic chambers take up the pressing issues of the regional economy and work on joint
projects, for example on digitalisation, land development, skilled labour development, start-
ups, innovation as well as mobility and transport. The initiative was launched in 2016 and
transformed into a civil law partnership (GbR) in 2020. PERFORM is in close exchange with
other partners in the region, such as the FrankfurtRheinMain Cross-State Strategy Forum.
